Museum of the United States Air Force on Friday, 25 July 2014 to honor Museum Director General Jack
Hudson and Museum Curator Jeff Duford for their leadership in the planning and development of the SEA

Gunship Exhibit.

Colonel Al Heuss and Dr. Larry Fletcher presented AC-119 Gunship Association commemorative
coins and challenge coins along with letters to General Hudson and Curator Duford in appreciation of their
leadership and dedication to the creation of an exhibit that recognizes the fixed-wing gunships of the
Vietnam War. Though not yet finished, the exhibit is nearing completion and will be opened to the public in

the near future.
